2. TYPE OF PUBLIC PURCHASING PROCEDURE AND IMPLEMENTATION OF OTHER LAWS 

Public purchasing procedure is an open procedure according to the Article 21 of the Law on Public Purchasing and started by making decision on starting the procedure No. 300-404-02-00285/2008-16 and announcement of the public invitation in the “Official Gazette of Republic of Serbia”. 
The following will be applied to this purchasing:
· The Law on Public Purchasing

· The Law on Planning and Construction

· The Law on Republic of Serbia Budget

· The Law on General Administrative Procedure in the part that is not regulated by the Law on Public Purchasing

· The Law on Obligations after concluding contract on public purchasing
· Technical regulations and norms regarding equipment and related services
3. 
SUBJECT OF PUBLIC PURCHASING 

The subject of public purchasing is purchasing of goods, works and related services according to “turn-key” system – 
1. 
New detachable four-seater chairlift of capacity 2,400 skiers per hour

Service of delivering elements, parts and materials for a new detachable four-seater chairlift, at parity CIP Kopaonik – Gobelja
2. 
Performing construction, electric-mounting and mechanical works, on construction and assembling of detachable four-seater chairlift
3. 
Delivery of project documentation for the referred chairlift, as well as validation of the final design

Related service of designing the referred object “Detachable four-seater chairlift of capacity 2,400 skiers per hour” comprise making of Preliminary Design (Art. 92 of the Law on Planning and Construction) for the needs of acquiring a building approval (Art. 91 of the Law on Planning and Construction), with study on environmental influences, i.e. Final design (Art. 103 of the Law on Planning and Construction) for the needs of acquiring report on commencing works (Art. 114 of the Law on Planning and Construction), in Serbian language.
Performance of service from the previous clause must be according to the Art. 107 Item 1 so that the Orderer could fulfill obligations from the Art. 89 Item 4 Point 8 of the Law on Planning and Construction.

Technical description of the subject of the public purchasing of goods, works and related services is given in the Chapter XVI of the Bidding documents.
Bidders may submit an offer only for the complete purchasing (for all the goods, works and related services described in the technical specification).

One bidder may participate in the procedure with only one offer. Any bidder that submits more than one offer will be disqualified from further procedure and his offers will not be considered.

4.      SUBMITTING OFFERS

Offers are submitted in sealed envelopes. The envelope with the offer must bear the mark of the subject of public purchasing, and on the back side the name and address of the bidder. 
The Committee for public purchasing of the Orderer, after completing the procedure of opening offers, will return all late offers unopened to bidders, with a notice that these were submitted late.
5.    OPENING OF OFFERS
Opening of offers is public.

Public opening of offers will be performed just after expiring of the term for submitting offers on 20.08.2008. at 1:30 p.m. at the business premises of the Orderer at the address: Ministry of Economy and Regional Development, Department for Tourism, King Alexander Boulevard 15, 11000 Belgrade, Republic of Serbia.


Present representatives of bidders must present written authorization to the Committee of the Orderer for participating in the procedure of public opening of offers, verified by seal and signature of authorized person.
6.  PROVISIONAL TERM FOR MAKING DECISION

The decision on awarding the contract on public purchasing will be made approximately within 10 (ten) days from the date of public opening of offers. 
II   INSTRUCTIONS FOR BIDDERS HOW TO MAKE OFFER
1. 
INSTRUCTIONS ON HOW TO FULFILL FORM OF OFFER

Bidder must fulfill all the forms and declarations that he received as the part of bidding documents legibly - in block letters, sign them by authorized person and verify with a seal.  
2.  
LANGUAGE

Bidder submits his offer in Serbian language.


The Orderer allows to bidder to submit his offer in English language also, apart of the offer in Serbian language.

Bidder will bear expenses for translation.


Documents issued by state authorities of bidder that are originally in foreign language must be translated to Serbian language by sworn interpreter (documents for establishing qualification as required in Section VI of the Bidding documents).


3. 
COMPULSORY CONTENT OF OFFERS

In case of awarding contract on public purchasing with value exceeding 300,000,000.00 RSD, a bidder is obliged to submit to the Orderer an offer and a copy of offer in two separate envelopes, according to the Article 58 Item 5 of the Law on Public Purchasing.

An offer is considered proper if bidder submits:
· The offer in the manner as required by Bidding documents No. 270/08

· Filled in forms and declarations that are integral part of the Bidding documents, as well as declarations required by the Bidding documents

· All necessary certificates and attests, i.e. guarantees of the quality of product

· Documents issued by official authorities. These documents may be originals or verified copies. Documents must not be older than 6 months from the date of announcing public invitation
· Bidder with head office in a foreign country must verify documents for evidencing compulsory conditions with authorities of the state where his head office is located (administrative or judicial authority, i.e. chamber of commerce), i.e. at the Embassy of that country in the Republic of Serbia
· Declaration that he accepts conditions from the Bidding documents

· Filled in form with data on subcontractor (when appearing with subcontractor).

Documents evidencing that subcontractors fulfill compulsory conditions for participating must be submitted for subcontractors, in a manner required for bidder.
· In case that a group of bidders submits a joint offer, that group of bidders must submit within their offer a legal act on joint performance for this public purchasing. Documents evidencing fulfillment of compulsory conditions for participation in a procedure of public purchasing must be submitted, within the offer, for each of bidders within the group of bidders submitting a joint offer.
· Filled in Declaration on number of delivered equipment -deatachable fourseated and sixseated chairlifts during the last three years, with related catalogues and a list of delivered  chairlift stated in the Declaration, shown per year, with the name of instalation, the name of the buyer and his contact data, with signature of the authorised person of the Bidder and stamp of the Bidder.
· Filled in Form of reference list for performed works with certificates on performed works (minimum three jobs in the last three years), signed by authorized representatives of buyers and authorized representatives of bidder i.e. subcontractor if the Bidder entrusted to subcontractor performance of works that are the subject of public purchasing.

· General dynamic plan of performance of works and delivery of goods and services that are the subject of the public purchasing.

· Assurance on technical accomplishment for the Bidder (or for subcontractor if the Bidder entrusted to subcontractor performance of works that are the subject of the public purchasing) evidenced by copy of accounting card for constant capital and copy of inventory on 31 December 2007. The Bidder may evidence his technical accomplishment also by copy of contract on purchasing equipment in 2008, i.e. copy of contract on rent or leasing, as well as by copies of registration cards for motor vehicle.
· Evidence on personnel structure with the Bidder (of with subcontractor if the Bidder entrusted to subcontractor performance of works that are the subject of public purchasing) – copies of forms M1, M2 and M3-A and copies of licenses for permanently employed engineers or contracts stated in part VI of the Bidding documents.

· Draft contract (the Bidder must initial and seal every page of draft contract, confirming that he agrees with it).
· Financial resources:

· Guarantee of the business bank for seriousness of offer (original), refer to the part of the Bidding documents under the name TYPE OF FINANCIAL RECOURSES
· Letter of intent or confirmation of the business bank that repayment guarantee will be issued (original), refer to the part of the Bidding documents under the name TYPE OF FINANCIAL RESOURCES
· Letter of intent or confirmation of the business bank that performance guarantee will be issued (original), refer to the part of the Bidding documents under the name TYPE OF FINANCIAL RESOURCES
· Letter of intent or confirmation of the business bank that a guarantee for remedies during the guarantee period will be issued (original), refer to the part of the Bidding documents under the name TYPE OF FINANCIAL RESOURCES
· a catalogue of equipment – chairlift that is similar to the subject of public purchasing
· specification of equipment, materials and installations from the referred offer in electronic form also.
It is necessary:

· That all required evidence for establishing qualification, required in the Section VI of the Bidding documents, to be submitted in a separate folder. Names of documents, i.e. names of required evidence contained in the folder, should be stated on the covering.

· That all the documents submitted in the offer are completely tied with a band and sealed, so that it is impossible to insert, take out or replace individual page, i.e. enclosures, without evident damage to page i.e. seal.
Bidder submits his offer in a sealed envelope, so that it is possible to check during opening that it is sealed as it was during submitting.


4. 
REASONS FOR REJECTING OFFER

Only proper offers received on time will be considered.

The Orderer will refuse all faulty offers regarding the Law on Public Purchasing, and he may also refuse incorrect and unacceptable offers.


The Orderer will refuse an offer if possessing credible evidence that Bidder has given or promised to a current or former employee with the Orderer a gift in money or another form, has offered employment or any other benefit, thing or service whose value can be expressed in money, as an attempt to influence acting, making decision or further procedure of public purchasing (Article 17 of the Law on Public Purchasing – Official Gazette No. 39/02, 43/03, 55/04, 101/05).
5. 
REQUESTING ADDITIONAL INFORMATION AND EXPLANATIONS


From Article 29 of the Law on Public Purchasing


Bidders may request in written form additional information and explanations regarding preparing of offer latest 5 (five) days before termination of the term for submitting offers. The Orderer will not later than 2 (two) days from the date of receiving the request, reply in written form to that Bidder, as well as to other Bidders that have bought out the Bidding documents.

Requesting additional information and explanations by phone is not allowed.
6. PLACE OF DELIVERY


Place of delivery and installation is CIP Kopaonik – Gobelja, Republic of Serbia.

All risks are transferred to the Orderer from the moment of signing the Minutes on takeover of chairlift that is the subject of this public purchasing.
7. TERMS


The term for making and submitting preliminary design with Study on environmental influences is 15 days from the date of signing the Contract.

Terms for making and submitting elements of final design:


Final design – architectural – development with separate infrastructural organization of downhill and uphill terminal of chairlift should be submitted within 30 days from the date of concluding the Contract on condition that calculations for foundations and specification of reinforcement are submitted separately.

Final design – mechanical – should be submitted to the Orderer within 45 days from the date of concluding the Contract.

Final design – electrical installations of the chairlift and separate electro-energetic supply of transformer station – should be submitted to the Orderer within 70 days from the date of concluding the Contract.
8. MANNER AND TERMS OF PAYMENT

The Orderer allows maximal advance payment of 25%.


Advance payment, in the amount stated in the offer chosen as the most favorable, will be paid within 15 (fifteen) days after the date of concluding the Contract, after receiving the Proforma Invoice for the referred amount from the Bidder whose offer has been chosen as the most favorable.


The Orderer will effect the payment of the part of the price (representing the difference between the price and the sum of values of contracted advance payment an d 20% of the price) within 15 days after delivery of the complete design documents and completed delivery of towers, downhill and uphill terminals with mechanical elements and the rope, and after receipt of the Invoice from the Supplier and evidence on delivery of the referred equipment and design documents.

The following documents will be considered as evidence on delivery of the equipment from the previous item:

· Bill of Lading (CMR)

· Customs Invoice

· Customs Declaration

· Verification of the receipt of the equipment at the site signed by the authorized representative of the Orderer.

The Orderer will effect the payment of the 20% of the price within 15 days after signing the Minutes on takeover of the chairlift on basis of received Invoice, but not before receipt of the bank guarantee for remedy of faults during the guarantee period.


If the Bidder whose offer has been chosen as the most favorable does not submit the bank guarantee for remedy of faults during the guarantee period and signed Minutes on takeover of the chairlift with the Invoice for payment of the last installment of the Price, the Orderer will not effect payment of the balance part of the Price.

9. GUARANTEE PERIOD

Bidder guarantees faultless functioning and quality of delivered equipment, materials and installations, according to submitted certificates.

Bidder is obliged to remedy all faults due to improper work and use of low quality materials during the guarantee period and on call of the Orderer free of charge.


The Orderer keeps the right to engage another contractor and to debit the bidder if for any reason the bidder fails to remedy the faults.
10. PRICE

Price should be expressed in RSD.


The price may be expressed in € and average exchange rate of the National Bank of Serbia on the day of opening offers will be used for calculation in RSD.

Bidder is obliged to anticipate the following within his offer:

1. Delivery price for the complete chairlift, with all the elements, materials and equipment (installations) that will be mounted, from drive terminal with ground arrangement, return terminal with ground arrangement and chairlift lines – all the towers with related elements, at the parity CIP Kopaonik – Gobelja.
2. Price of all construction, electro-mounting and mechanical works on construction of a detachable four-seater chairlift, with inspection, testing and commencing, with issuing of proper certificates, construction of transformer station within the drive terminal and land-planing for the аrea of drive and return terminal after finishing all construction and other works.

3. Price of related service of making Preliminary and Final Design for “Detachable four-seater chairlift Gobelja of capacity 2,400 skiers per hour”, calculating also expenses of validating the Final architectural, electric and mechanical design of the chairlift.


In case of unusually low price stated in an offer, the Orderer will act in accordance with the Article 57 of the Law on Public Purchasing.

The Committee of the Orderer will define the value of the average offered price out of all correct and due offers. Amount that is 50% lower than arithmetic mean value of all correct and due offers will be considered as unusually low price.

In case of acting in accordance with the Article 57 of the Law on Public Purchasing the Orderer will request price analysis from the Bidder for certain items, group of items or the complete offer.


The price must be fixed. 


The price should be expressed so that it comprises all the expenses born by Bidder in realization of the referred public purchasing.


All charges of bank transactions, for payments between Bidder and Orderer, in the country of Bidder are borne by the Bidder and in the country of the Orderer are borne by the Orderer.
11.  MINUTES ON TAKEOVER


Bidder is obliged to deliver equipment and perform all construction, electro-mounting and mechanical works and related services according to “turn-key” system completely in accordance with submitted offer. The Bidder is obliged to cooperate with authorized representative of the Orderer during takeover and mounting of the chairlift and to enable presence and insight to the authorized representative of the Orderer during takeover and mounting of chairlift.

Takeover will be performed after completion of construction, mounting, inspecting, testing and commencing, issuing of all required appropriate certificates and signing of the Minutes on technical regularity (technical inspection), in the procedure performed through the Committee formed by decision of the Orderer comprising of at least two representatives of the Orderer and the Bidder respectfully.
12. VALIDITY OF OFFER


Offer must be valid at least 60 (sixty) days from the date of opening offers.

13. OFFER WITH SUBCONTRACTOR


If a Bidder participates with a subcontractor, he must submit within his offer the following:
1. Filled in form with data on subcontractor

2. Declaration of the Bidder on regular and due fulfillment of obligations to subcontractors

3. Filled in form participation of subcontractor


The Bidder must submit within his offer for all his subcontractors all the required evidence on fulfillment of compulsory conditions for participation in the procedure as stated in the Bidding documents and in the same form and manner as it is requested for bidders.

The Bidder is obliged to submit for his subcontractor (if he entrusted performance of works to a subcontractor) the evidence that in the previous 3 years he has performed at least 3 deals that include performance of works that are the subject of this public purchasing regarding construction of ski lifts and chair lifts, as well as that he fulfils all the requirements regarding the technical accomplishment and minimal personnel structure in the manner as described in the part VI of the Bidding documents.

The Bidder is completely responsible for the delivery to the Orderer regardless the number of subcontractors.

14. SUBMITTING JOINT OFFER


If a group of bidders submits a joint offer, that group of bidders must within their offer submit a legal act on joint performance of the subject of this public purchasing, by which it will be precisely established:
· Who is authorized to submit the offer and conclude the contract if they are chosen

· To whose account payments will be effected
· Who will be responsible for collection of liquidated damages

· Who is giving orders regarding bank guarantees

· Who will be responsible for certain works, which does not exclude their unlimited joint and several liability

· Who will appoint the names responsible for fulfillment of the contract after concluding the contract

· Mutual distribution of works.


Documents evidencing fulfillment of compulsory conditions for participating in the procedure of public purchasing must be submitted for each bidder within the group of bidders submitting a joint offer.
15. OFFERS WITH VARIANTS


Offer with variants is not allowed.

16. CONFIDENTIALITY OF DATA


Data reasonably marked as confidential by the bidder will be used only for the purposes of public invitation. These data will not be published during the opening of bids, nor in the continuation of the procedure or later. Persons engaged in the procedure of public purchasing as well as the Orderer are completely responsible for keeping the confidentiality of such data.


A bidder may mark as confidential data containing personal data and that are not contained in any public register or that are not accessible in any other way, as well as business data marked as confidential by the rules or internal acts of the bidder.


The Orderer will treat as confidential only the documents that have written in lower right corner in big letters “CONFIDENTIAL” and bellow that signature of the person who has signed the bid. If only a single datum in the document is considered confidential, then confidential part must be underlined in red and in the same line to the right edge must be written “CONFIDENTIAL”.


The Orderer will not be responsible for the confidentiality of data that has not been marked as stated above. 
If data not complying to above stated terms are marked as confidential, the Orderer will ask the bidder to remove the mark of confidentiality. The representative of the bidder will write “RECALL” above the confidentiality mark, enter date and time and sign.


The Orderer will refuse the bid in complete if the bidder does not recall confidentiality of the document in the term set by the Orderer.

17. RIGHTS OF ORDERER AFTER SUBMITTING OFFERS


The Orderer may request additional explanations from the bidder after submitting the offer and control the bidder in accordance with the Article 58 Item 1 and 3 of the Law on Public Purchasing.
18. DESIST FROM THE REFERRED PUBLIC PURCHASING


The Orderer keeps the right to desist from the referred public purchasing.

19. CONCLUDING THE CONTRACT


Chosen Bidder will be invited to sign the Contract. If the Bidder does not respond within 7 (seven) days, it is considered that he has desisted from the offer and in that case the Orderer will collect the document for financial security of seriousness of offer regardless the reasons for desisting from the offer.

The Orderer also keeps the right to conclude the Contract with the Bidder whose offer was the second at the standing regarding the number of gained points, according to the evaluation of the Orderer’s Committee for public purchasing.
20. PROTECTION OF BIDDER’S RIGHTS


If the Bidder considers that his rights have been violated during the procedure of public purchasing, he may submit a request for protection of the rights during the whole procedure of public purchasing, except in case of existence of circumstances from the Article 133 of the Law on Public Purchasing, and after making decision on awarding the Contract he may submit his request within 8 days from the date of receiving notice i.e. annotative notice.

The request for protection of the rights is submitted to the Orderer in three copies, directly or by registered mail with redelivery note. A copy of the request for protection of the rights is submitted also at the same moment to the Committee for protection of rights.

The request must comprise all the data as regulated by the Article 136 of the Law on Public Purchasing.

21. ALTERATIONS AND AMENDMENTS OF BIDDING DOCUMENTS


The Orderer can make alterations and amendments of the Bidding documents, if he considers that it is necessary to do that, only by annexes signed and sealed by authorized person of the Orderer, and these will be forwarded to all the Bidders not later than 7 days before the day determined for submitting offers. Every annex of the Bidding documents will be defined by a number.

All the Annexes (if any) are the part of the Bidding documents and therefore the part of the offer, so that these should be filled in, signed and sealed by the Bidder at places designated for that purpose. An offer without all annexes will be considered incomplete and will not be considered during the procedure of awarding the Contract.
22. EXTENSION OF TERM FOR SUBMITTING OFFERS


The Orderer may decide to extend the term for submitting offers and he is obliged to inform all the Bidders about that in written form. In that case all the rights and obligations of the Orderer and Bidders regarding the day of opening offers stated in the public invitation are moving to the new date defined in the written notice on extension of the term for submitting offers that will be published in the “Official Gazette of RS”.
23. CORRECTING MISTAKES IN OFFERS


The Committee for public purchasing will check offers with reference to calculating accuracy. The Committee for public purchasing will correct mistakes, if any, as follows:
· In case that there is a difference in the amount expressed in figures and in words, the amount expressed in words will be considered as correct.

· If the product of unit price and quantity is incorrect, unit price will be considered as correct, except for the amounts given as lump sum.

LANGUAGE OF THE BIDDING DOCUMENTS

In case of difference between Serbian and English version of bidding documents the Serbian version of the bidding documents shall be valid. 

III 
FINANCES

Bidders are obliged to submit with their offer the following securities to support seriousness of their offer:
· bank guarantee for seriousness of offer – amounting to 10% of the offered price with validity at least three days after the term of validity of offer
· official letter of intent of the Bidder’s bank stating that the bank will issue repayment guarantee for advance payment – amounting 100% of the advance payment with validity 15 days after the date of signing the Minutes on takeover and obtaining the Minutes on technical correctness of the detachable four-seater chairlift
· official letter of intent of the Bidder’s bank stating that the bank will issue performance guarantee – amounting 10% of the offered price with validity 15 days after the date of signing the Minutes on takeover 

· Official letter of intent of the Bidder’s bank stating that the bank will issue guarantee for remedy of faults during the guarantee period – amounting 10% of the offered price with validity 15 days after expiration of the guarantee period.
Offer is incomplete if requested bank guarantee i.e. letter of intent is not submitted and it will not be considered by the Orderer’s Committee for public purchasing.

The Bidder whose offer is chosen as the best one should submit repayment guarantee for advance payment within 15 days from the date of signing the Contract for the amount of effected advance payment, with validity at least 15 days after the date of signing of the Minutes on takeover and obtaining the Minutes on technical correctness of detachable four-seater chairlift.
The Bidder whose offer is chosen as the best one should submit performance guarantee in original within 15 days from the date of signing the Contract for the amount of 10% of contracted price with validity at least 15 days after the date of signing of the Minutes on takeover.

The Bidder whose offer is chosen as the best one should submit bank guarantee for remedies during the guarantee period, together with the Minutes on takeover, in the amount of 10% of contracted price with validity at least 30 days after termination of the guarantee period.

The Orderer has the right to postpone payment of the final installment until the bidder whose offer is chosen as the best one submits bank guarantee for remedy of faults during the guarantee period and signed Minutes on takeover.

Bank guarantee must be unconditional, irrevocable and payable at first call, with the clause “incur no expenses”, issued from the first class bank.
Provisions of the “Regulations for compulsory elements of bidding documents in procedures of public purchasing” are applicable to financial securities (“Official Gazette of RS”, No. 98/04), as well as other regulations from the field of finances and obligations of the Republic of Serbia.

The Orderer has the right to cancel the Contract if the Bidder does not submit the referred performance guarantee or the repayment guarantee for advance payment in original within 15 days from the date of concluding the Contract.

Contracting parties determine:

· that the Orderer, on basis of Article 21 and 27 of the Law on Public Purchasing (“Official Gazette of Republic of Serbia”, No. 39/02 and 55/04), the Decision on starting the procedure No. ___________ dated _____________ 2008 and public invitation to bidders for purchasing, dated 18.07.2008, started the procedure of public purchasing of goods, works and services – a detachable four-seater chairlift, with capacity of 2,400 skiers per hour, with construction, electro-mounting and mechanical works and delivery of design documentation, with validation according to “turn-key” system, at the mountain Kopaonik – Gobelja, number of purchasing 270/08,
· that the Supplier on ____________ 2008 submitted his Offer No. ____________ that is enclosed to the Contract and which is the integral part of this Contract,

· that the Offer of the Supplier is completely in accordance with technical specification from the Bidding documents No. __________ dated ____________ 2008.
· That the Orderer has chosen the Supplier for purchasing of goods and related services number of purchasing 09/08 in accordance with the Article 79 of the Law and on basis of the Offer of the Supplier and the Decision on awarding the Contract No. _____________ dated ______________ 2008.

Article 1

Subject of the Contract is purchasing of a new detachable four-seater chairlift, with capacity of 2,400 skiers per hour, with construction, electro-mounting and mechanical works and delivery of design documentation with validation, according to “turn-key” system, at the mountain Kopaonik – at the location Gobelja, number of purchasing 270/08, completely in accordance with Chapter XVI “Technical Description of Subject of Public Purchasing” of the bidding documents No. ________ dated ______________ 2008 and the Offer No. ___________ dated ___________ 2008, which is the integral part of this Contract.
Article 2

Place of delivery is Kopaonik, location Gobelja, Republic of Serbia, at parity CIP Kopaonik – Gobelja, Republic of Serbia.

All the risks are transferred to the Orderer from the moment of signing the Minutes takeover the goods and services that are the subject of this Contract.
Article 3

Place of mounting and construction of the detachable four-seater chairlift from Article 1 of this Contract is the Republic of Serbia, 36354 Kopaonik, Ski resort “Kopaonik”, location “Gobelja”.

Manner of delivery is by truck at parity CIP Ski resort Kopaonik.
Date of receiving the equipment and related elements determined by Minutes by the authorized representative of the Orderer will be considered as the date of delivery.
Article 4

The price of the subject of public purchasing from Article 1 of this Contract amounts _________________________________________________ dinars, (in words: _____________________________________________________________), i.e. _______________________________________________________ €, (in words: ____________________________________________________________).

The price is without VAT, which will be borne by the Orderer.

The price expressed in dinars is calculated at the mean exchange rate of the National Bank of Serbia on the day of opening offers.
The price from Item 1 of this article comprises:

1) The price of the complete chairlift, with all the elements, materials and equipment (installations) that will be mounted, from the drive terminal with arrangement of ground, the return terminal with arrangement of ground and chairlift line - all the towers with related elements at the parity CIP Kopaonik - Gobelja. 

2) The price of all construction, electro-mounting and mechanical works on construction of the detachable four-seater chairlift, with checking, testing and commencing, with issuing of appropriate certificates with landplaning of terain of drive and return terminal and construction of transformer station within the drive terminal.

Article 6

Latest within 15 (fifteen) days from concluding this Contract the Supplier will submit to the Orderer a repayment guarantee for advance payment, issued by the first class bank in favor of the Orderer for the received advance payment in the amount of ________________ €, with validity till __________________ i.e. at least 15 days after signing the Minutes on takeover of the chairlift from Article 1 of this Contract.
Latest within 15 (fifteen) days from concluding this Contract the Supplier will submit to the Orderer a performance guarantee, issued by the first class bank in favor of the Orderer in the amount of ________________ €, which is 10% of the contracted price from Article 4 of this Contract, with validity till __________________ i.e. at least 15 days after termination of the guarantee period.

The Supplier is obliged during the takeover to submit to the Orderer a bank guarantee for remedies during the guarantee period, issued by the first class bank in favor of the Orderer in the amount of ________________ €, which is 10% of the contracted price from Article 4 of this Contract, with validity till __________________ i.e. at least 15 days after termination of the guarantee period.

Bank guarantees must be with the clause "incur no expenses", unconditional, irrevocable and payable at the first call.

The Orderer keeps the right to collect bank guarantees from this Article of the Contract at any moment if he establishes that the Supplier does not act according to his contracted obligations.
The Supplier is obliged to extend bank guarantees from Item 1 and 2 of this Article in case of extension of the term for commencing the chairlift from Article 1 of this Contract.

The Orderer will return bank guarantees from Item 1 and 2 of this Article to the Supplier within 15 days after signing the Minutes on takeover.

Article 7

The term for making and submitting the Preliminary design with study on environmental influences is 15 days after signing the Contract.

Terms for making and submitting elements of the Main design are:
For the Main design – architectural – construction with separate infrastructural arrangement of starting and returning terminal the term for making and submitting is 30 days from the date of concluding this Contract, on condition that calculations for foundations and specification of reinforcement are submitted separately.

For the Main design – mechanical the term for making and submitting is 45 days from the date of concluding this Contract.

For the Main design – electric installations of the chairlift and electro-energetic power supply of transformer station – the term is 70 days from the date of concluding this Contract.

The terms from this Article of the Contract represent the significant element of the Contract.

The Supplier is obliged to pay liquidated damages for each day of delay with commencing into operation of the detachable four-seater chairlift from Article 1 of this Contract in the amount of 0.2% of the price from Article 4 Item 1 of this Contract, but not more than 5% of the price from Article 4 of this Contract.
The Orderer will collect agreed penalties from the previous item by permanently reducing payment of the last installment of the contracted price, stated in Article 5 item 5 of this Contract.

If the Supplier is late more than 30 (thirty) days with commencing into operation the detachable four-seater chairlift from Article 1 of this Contract, the Orderer will leave to him another 15 (fifteen) days, and if the Supplier in additional term does not commence the chairlift into operation, the Orderer has the right to cancel this Contract and the Supplier will be obliged to compensate the real damages that the Orderer suffered.
Article 8

The Supplier will carry out shipment and transport of the equipment and related elements according to written instructions and dispositions of the Orderer's forwarding agent. Forwarding agent of the Orderer will give instructions to the Supplier at least 7 (seven) days before announced shipment.
The Supplier is obliged to inform forwarding agent of the Orderer by fax or e-mail about the date of shipment at least 5 (five) days before the shipment.

If the Supplier does not comply with the instructions of forwarding agent of the Orderer, he is obliged to compensate possible damage to the Orderer due to not complying with the instructions of the forwarding agent.
Article 9

The Supplier is obliged during the shipment of the equipment and related elements to enclose the following:

· Invoice in 6 copies

· Packing list

· Copy of truck Bill of Lading (CMR)

· Copy of insurance policy
· Certificate on performed qualitative and quantitative control of the goods from the manufacturer
· CE Certificate

The Supplier is obliged to send by fax or e-mail directly to the Orderer one set of shipping documents from the previous item of this article sent together with the equipment.

Article 10

The Orderer will perform quantitative acceptance of goods and related elements that are the subject of this Contract with making the Minutes as soon as the Supplier informs him that the goods have reached the place of delivery. 
Representatives of the carrier, the Orderer and the Supplier must be present at the acceptance of parts of delivered equipment and related elements.

Article 11

The Orderer is obliged, through his authorized representative, to establish without delay the quality of the received equipment and related elements immediately after the quantitative acceptance, as soon as it is possible, and to inform the Supplier on visible defects within 8 days from the day of receipt.
When latent defect is in question, the Orderer is obliged to inform the Supplier in written form within 8 days from the day of detecting the defect.
If it is established that the equipment and related elements are damaged or that a part or certain quantity is missing, the Orderer will make the Minutes on that together with the representatives of the carrier and the Supplier and lodge a complaint.
The Supplier is not free from liability if the damages or defects on the equipment and related elements have accrued due to acts or non-compliance of the Supplier before transfer of risk to the Orderer.
The Supplier is obliged after each written complaint to deliver immediately at parity CIP Kopaonik missing parts of the equipment and related elements that are demanded, or to start immediately remedy of the damages and within 10 days from the day of receiving the complaint to deliver the equipment and installations without defects to the Orderer.
Article 12

Due to established defects of the equipment and related parts the Orderer may:

· Request from the Supplier to remedy defects or to deliver another correct equipment within 10 (ten) days from the date of receiving the complaint. Previously delivered incorrect equipment will be placed at disposal of the Supplier. The Supplier will pay liquidated damages to the Orderer in the amount of 0.2% of the total value of the Contract for each day of delay after the 10th day from the day of receiving the written request of the Orderer for remedy of established defects, but not more than 5% of the value of the Contract.
· Declare that he is canceling the Contract and delivered equipment is placing at disposal of the Supplier. The Supplier is obliged to compensate all the damage the Orderer has suffered.
Article 13


An independent Committee provided by the Orderer will inspect the chairlift and make the Minutes on technical correctness within 3 days from the written notice of the Supplier that he has carried out all contracted jobs.

The Supplier is obliged to remedy all defects as ordered by the independent Committee of the Orderer within the term left to him in written form by the independent Committee. If he fails to do that, he is obliged to pay liquidated damages to the Orderer for every day of delay in remedy of established defects in the amount of 0.2% of the total value of the contract, but not more then 5% of the total value of the Contract.
Article 14


Contracting parties are obliged to carry out takeover of the chairlift from Article 1 of this Contract after finishing construction and assembling, in the procedure with a Committee formed from at least two representatives of contracting parties.

Takeover will start within 3 days from acquiring a positive Minutes on technical correctness of the chairlift.


The term for carrying out the takeover will be established by the decision on forming the Committee, made by the Orderer within 3 days from acquiring a positive Minutes on technical correctness of the chairlift.

Article 15


Contracting parties agree that the Committee from Article 14 of this Contract should make the Minutes on takeover of the chairlift from Article 1 of this Contract, with elements that will be defined by decision of the formed Committee.


Each contracting party will bear expenses of takeover for their own representatives.
Article 16


The Orderer is obliged to:

1) Deliver site plan with chairlift axis plotted and longitudinal profile of the route to the Supplier;
2) Deliver to the Supplier data on dispositions and available capacities of existing transformer stations at the site, at disposal to the Orderer;


3) Provide to the Supplier service connection for power supply at the site and suitable space for temporary warehousing of the delivered equipment and installations elements.
Article 17


Except for obligations regulated by Article 1 of this contract, the Supplier is obliged also:
1) To carry out all the necessary measuring, checks and testing before final commencing of the detachable four-seater chairlift from Article 1 of this Contract and to submit all the Minutes from measuring and testing to the Orderer in original, with original signature of authorized persons;

2) To implement all measures of protection at work as well as fire protection measures according to regulations of the Republic of Serbia that regulate this matter;
3) To carry out services of assembling and constructing the detachable four-seater chairlift from Article 1 of this Contract with his own equipment and to be responsible for its quality;

4) To organize training of the required number of employees of PE “Ski Resorts of Serbia” for undisturbed and safe handling of equipment and installations of the detachable four-seater chairlift from Article 1 of this Contract;
5) With equipment to deliver:

· set of tools (standard and special tools), as well as set of spare parts

· catalogues of spare parts (mechanical and electrical part) and catalogues of spare parts from equipment suppliers in English language in printed and electronic form in two copies

· Instruction manuals for all parts of the chairlift in Serbian and English language in printed and electronic form in two copies
· Instructions for technical maintenance of the detachable four-seater chairlift from Article 1 of this Contract with schedule of technical maintenance, list of oils and greases with suitable substitutions and detailed description of carrying out all the necessary procedures on maintenance, in Serbian and in English language in printed and in electronic form in two copies;
· Service manuals for the equipment manufactured by the Bidder, as well as for the equipment manufactured by the Bidder’s suppliers in Serbian and in English language in printed and in electronic form in two copies;
· After finishing the works on construction and assembling the chairlift to arrange the location to the state as it was before starting the works.

6) To carry out the works that are the subject of this public purchasing in accordance with the Law on Planning and Construction (“Official Gazette of RS” No. 47/2003), other laws and regulations of the Republic of Serbia, according to technical documentation, regulations, standards and rules of the profession;
7) Within 30 days from concluding the Contract to submit to the Orderer:

· Design of site organization
· Project analysis for protection at work and fire protection;

8) Within the offered price to carry out the following activities and works:
· To mark the site, tracks and other objects in construction

· To submit to the Orderer geodetic survey of carried out state of the chairlift validated by authorized department of the Republic Geodetic Institute of the Republic of Serbia within 30 days after signing the Minutes on takeover;
· to keep site documents and provide evidence on quality of carried out works, built in materials, installations and equipment,

· to remedy all damages made during carrying out of the works on construction and mounting of the object,

· to maintain the site during the carrying out of works and regularly to take away all waste materials,

· after completion of works to return the terrain into the original state and banks of the drive and return terminal to cultivate to the state necessary for acquiring positive Minutes from the inspection for environmental protection

· to provide presence and attendance of his representatives in the work of the Committee for technical inspection of the object,

· to participate in takeover of the object,

· to remedy all the faults according to the Minutes of independent committee for control of technical regularity of the Object,

· according to this Contract to remedy all the faults that may arise during the guarantee period.

Article 18


The Orderer will provide Supervision of the Investor over mounting and construction of the detachable four-seater chairlift from Article 1 of this Contract.


The Supplier is obliged to comply with the authority of supervising body as predicted by the law according to the Article 120 of the Law on Planning and Construction (“Official Gazette of RS”, No. 47/2003, 34/2006).

The Supervisor from Item 1 of this article will carry out monitoring of dynamics and quality of works in favor of the Orderer.

Article 19


The Supplier guarantees for the regularity of the detachable four-seater chairlift from Article 1 of this Contract, i.e. guarantees for carried out works and built in equipment, for the period of ___________ months, calculating from the date of signing the Minutes on takeover of the chairlift.

The Supplier is obliged to hand over all guarantee lists for all built in devices and equipment to the Orderer on the day of signing the Minutes on takeover of the chairlift.


The Supplier guarantees that the equipment will be made out of the first class materials and of the first class make, new and unused, and that it will be, when installed, in accordance with quality standards and specifications stated in this Contract, as well as Instructions of European Community, according to CEN-Code and that it will be able to operate continuously with maximal speed and with maximal capacities.

The Supplier is obliged within the guarantee period on call of the Orderer or the Beneficiary and within 7 days to deliver free of charge and replace with new ones parts or assemblies that are defected or with reduced functionality, as well as to remedy all the other faults due to unreliable operation and use of poor quality materials, as well as to remedy all the damages caused by these faults.

The Orderer will place at disposal of the Supplier all the replaced parts at the place of replacement.


The Orderer keeps the right to engage another contractor if for any reasons the Supplier does not remedy the faults or damages within the term stated in the call, to debit the Supplier by collecting the guarantee for remedy of faults during the guarantee period.
The Supplier guarantees for the replaced parts and assemblies in the same way and with the same term as for the delivered equipment.


The guarantee of the Supplier does not apply to the parts that normally wears, as well as to the faults due to unskilled handling or maintenance.
Article 20


The Supplier guarantees delivery of spare parts for the detachable four-seater chairlift from Article 1 of this Contract for the period of __________ years, counting from the date of expiration of the guarantee period.

Article 21


If the Supplier for unjustified reasons stops with fulfilling his obligations from Article 1 of this Contract, or if he desists from further performance of the Contract, the Orderer has the right to cancel this Contract, with collection of repayment guarantee for the advance payment and performance guarantee on the whole, as well as to claim damages from the contractor to the amount of the real damage.
Article 22


The Supplier has the right for extension of the term for commencing the chairlift into operation only in the following cases:
· in case of natural events that have a character of Force Majeure

· in case of extraordinary events regarding defense of the country

· in case of termination of work caused by the act of competent authority, for which the Supplier is not responsible.

In case of appearing of any of the circumstance from the previous item, the Supplier will within 3 days from the appearance of such circumstances send a written request to the Orderer  for extension of the term for commencing of the chairlift into operation.
Contracted term will be extended when contracting parties sign Annex of the Contract.

Deficiency of labor force and raw materials will not be considered as Force Majeure.

Article 23

The Supplier is obliged to insure works, materials and equipment from usual risk to their full value before starting of works (insurance of objects in construction) and submit to the Orderer the original of insurance policy, with validity during the whole period of carrying out of the works, completely according to the current regulations.
The Supplier is obliged to implement all the necessary measures for protection at work, as well as protection against fire.

The Supplier is obliged to submit to the Orderer before entering the works original policies for third-party insurance and for insurance of things, with validity during the whole period of carrying out the works according to lawful regulations.
The Supplier is obliged to submit to the Orderer policies from Item 1 and 3 of this Article without any delay within 15 days from the date of signing this Contract.

In case of extension of the term for commencing the chairlift into operation, the Supplier is obliged to submit to the Order originals of insurance policies from Item 1 and 3 of this Article with new period of insurance before extension of the contracted term.
Article 24

The Orderer has the right to unilaterally cancel the Contract in the following cases:
· If the Supplier is considerably late with terms regarding the agreed dynamics and does not carry out suitable measures for shortening and elimination of lateness,

· If the Supplier carries our the works with poor quality,
· If the Supplier for unjustified reasons terminate carrying out of the works of delivery of the equipment and does not continue within 7 days, or if he desist from further work i.e. delivery.

In case of unilateral cancellation of the Contract the Orderer has the right to engage another contractor for the referred job, and the Supplier is obliged to indemnify damages to the Orderer, which is the difference between prices of the referred equipment, works and services according to this Contract and prices of the new contractor.
The Contract is cancelled by a written statement, which must comprise the basis for cancellation, with 15 calendar days notice from the day of forwarding statement to another contracting party.

Article 25

In case of cancellation of the Contract, the Supplier is obliged to protect built in equipment and carried out works from deterioration. Contracting party responsible for cancellation of the Contract will bear the expenses.
Article 26

If it appears that the third party lays claim to the delivered equipment, the Orderer will ask the Supplier to free the equipment as soon as possible from such a right or claim from the third party, or to deliver another equipment as soon as possible free from the referred defects.
If the Supplier does not act according to the Orderer’s request, the Orderer has the right to cancel the Contract unilaterally, while the Supplier will compensate all arisen expenses and damages.

Article 27

The legislation of the Republic of Serbia is contracted as the competent legislation.

Provisions of the Law on Obligations of the Republic of Serbia (“Official Gazette of SFRY”, No. 29/78, 39/85, 45/89, 57/89 and “Official Gazette of FRY”, No. 31/93, 22/99, 23/99, 35/99, 44/99) will be implemented to anything that is not predicted by this Contract, as well as regulations for regulating the matter from this Contract that were in force in the Republic of Serbia on the day of concluding this Contract.
Article 28

Contracting parties will try to solve all possible disputes by mutual consent, otherwise disputes will be settled by the competent court in Belgrade.
Article 29

This contract is made in Serbian language, but it may be made in English language also.

In case of discrepancy between the version of the Contract in Serbian language and the version of the Contract in English version, the version made in Serbian language is competent.

The language of communication between the contracting parties as well as of the related correspondence will be Serbian or English language.

Article 30

The contract comes into force on the day of signing by both contracting parties.

Article 31

This Contract is made in 6 (six) identical copies, the 3 (three) of which are for each contracting party.
